Day 1: Arrival in Sarajevo                                          Dinner 
 

Upon arrival at Sarajevo International Airport, you will be greeted and transferred to the hotel for 

check in and overnight in Sarajevo. 

 

Day 2: Sarajevo              Breakfast / Lunch 
 

After breakfast, visit the Tunnel of Hope, a historic underground passage that served as Sarajevo's 

lifeline during the Bosnian War. Then proceed to the Spring of the Bosna River for some free and easy 

time. You may opt for a 3.5 km horse carriage ride along the Great Avenue, lined with Austro-

Hungarian villas, lush fields, springs, and waterfalls. Next, enjoy a panoramic tour of Sarajevo en route 

to the Old Town Bascarsija for a walking tour. Visit the area near the Latin Bridge, where the 

assassination of Archduke Franz Ferdinand sparked World War I. Explore Brusa Bezistan, a covered 

marketplace, the Ottoman-era Gazi Husref Bey Mosque and Madrasa, and Vijecnica, the Austro-

Hungarian city hall. Afterward, enjoy some leisure time to shop for souvenirs before returning to the 

hotel. Overnight in Sarajevo. 

*Optional: 3km horse carriage ride along the Great Avenue 15 EUR per person  

 

Day 3: Sarajevo –Blagaj – Mostar – Neum                         Breakfast / Dinner 

After breakfast and check-out from the hotel, depart for Blagaj (2 hours 30 minutes by road), a small 

and peaceful town known for its natural beauty. Here, you will have the opportunity to visit the 

Dervish Monastery - Tekke, a significant monument from the Ottoman era which was once used for 

Islamic rituals. The monastery is located near the spring of the Buna River and surrounded by serene 

mountains. Continue your journey to Mostar to visit the UNESCO-listed Old Bridge, the Old Bazaar, 

Mala Tepa Street, and the Koski Mehmed Pasha Mosque. You will have some free time to explore the 

town before continuing the journey to Neum (1 hour 30 minutes by road). Upon arrival, check in to 

your hotel.

Day 4: Neum – Dubrovnik – Budva                                                         Breakfast / Dinner 
 

After breakfast, proceed to Dubrovnik (1 hour 10 minutes by road) for a full-day tour. Dubrovnik is a 

stunning coastal city renowned for its well-preserved medieval walls, historic Old Town, and 

breathtaking views of the Adriatic Sea. Begin your tour with a visit to Onofrio’s Fountain, followed by 

the Franciscan Monastery, where you will see one of the oldest pharmacies in Europe that is still in 

operation today. Continue to Stradun Street, the Clock Tower, the Rector’s Palace, and Sponza Palace. 

Sponza Palace is a graceful Gothic-Renaissance building known for its stone columns and elegant 

courtyard. Afterward, enjoy free time to explore the city before heading to Budva (2 hours 30 minutes). 

Check in at your hotel and overnight in Budva. 
 

Day 5: Budva – Kotor – Mostar                              Breakfast / Dinner 
 

After breakfast and check out from the hotel, transfer to Kotor (30 minutes by road), a Medieval town 

on Adriatic coast which is surrounded by stone walls also known to be one of the largest bays on Adriatic 

Sea which attract many cruise ships. Your walking city tour will start upon arrival where you will be taken 

to visit the old city, the Cathedral of Saint Tryphon, the Sea Gate and the Maritime Museum of 

Montenegro. Enjoy free time to explore the city. In the evening, transfer to Mostar (4 hours). Upon 

arrival, check-in at the hotel and overnight in Mostar. 
 

Day 6: Mostar – Jajce – Travnik – Sarajevo                               Breakfast / Lunch 
 

After breakfast and check out from the hotel, proceed to the royal town of Jajce (2 hours 30 minutes). 

Upon arrival, visit the magnificent Jajce Waterfall located in the heart of the city. Continue to Pliva Lake, 

a picturesque freshwater lake known for its peaceful surroundings and the historic Pliva Watermills 

nearby. In the evening, travel to Travnik (1 hour), a charming town known for its traditional Bosnian 

architecture, mosques, and fortress. Visit the Plava Voda Springs, famous for its crystal-clear turquoise 

water and tranquil setting surrounded by lush greenery. Afterwards, continue to Sarajevo (1 hour 30 

minutes). Upon arrival, check in to the hotel. Overnight in Sarajevo. 
 

Day 7: Sarajevo – Departure                       Breakfast 

After breakfast and check out from the hotel, you are free at leisure until your transfer to the airport for 

departure.
